
Downloading PowerGrade 
 
First, what do I need to download PowerGrade? 

 Access to PowerSchool Teacher 
 Your PowerSchool Teacher User ID and Password 
 An Apple Macintosh computer running either OS 10.3.9 or any version of 10.4 
 Stuffit Expander, a software application that can be downloaded for free 

(http://www.stuffit.com/mac/expander/index.html) 
• To check your version of the Macintosh Operating System, click on the blue apple 

() in the upper left corner of the screen and go to About this Mac. 
 

 
 

• The window pictured below is what will appear. It tells you the version of the 
operating system right after the word ÒVersion.Ó 

 

 
 
 
If your computer meets the necessary requirements and you have PowerSchool Teacher access, 
now you can access PowerGrade. 

 First, log on to PowerSchool Teacher (http://d21ps.ccsd21.org/teachers) using either Firefox 
or Safari (though Firefox is preferred for downloads). 

 Enter your PowerSchool Teacher User ID and Password 
 

 



 
 Once in PowerSchool Teacher, you will click on the PowerGrade link on the left navigation 

menu. 
 

 
 

 The page below is what pops up. To download PowerGrade, you click on the blue ÒversionÓ 
link (the number), which is the only item highlighted on the website. 

 

 
 

 After you click on the version number, a download dialog box will pop up. Be sure to check  
ÒOpen with Stuffit ExpanderÓ if it gives you that option. Otherwise, click ÒSave to Disk.Ó Then, 
click the ÒOKÓ button. 

 

 
 



 Stuffit Expander will open the .bin file and leave a new file on your desktop titled, 
ÒPowerGrade Installer.Ó It may be a generic icon, like the one pictured below, or it may be a 
VISE installer icon. 

 

 
 

 
 

 Either way, you can double-click on it now. When you do, the install dialog box will open. 
 

 
 

 Be careful! Before you click install, you need to change this dropdown menu from Upgrade 
to Install. 

 

 
 

 Then, click Install. 



 A folder named PowerGrade is installed in to your Applications folder. 
 

 
 

 To put, PowerGrade on the dock, you can grab the application!s icon and simply drag it to 
the place on the dock that you would like it to reside. 

 
 Now, you can use PowerGrade by putting your flashdrive into the computer and then
